ITS United Kingdom Interest Group News 

 
The Inclusive Mobility Interest Group (IMIG) held its quarterly meeting at GMPTE offices on 
Wednesday 17th March. Unlike previous meetings there were no presentations and the forum 
concentrated on the IG’s progress to date and how this would be reflected in the forthcoming 
year. There was universal satisfaction that the Interest Group had ‘made its mark’ in this niche 
area and identified that many ITS policies and procedures were now naturally expecting an input 
that fell within the IMIG’s realm of expertise and experience. Consideration was also given to the 
IMIG offering assistance/advice to other Interest Groups, and in particular to the DfT who will be 
seeking assistance in developing the legacy plan for disabled persons’ access during and post-
2012 London Games’. The IMIG could be ideally placed to assist in that role as well as adding to 
its current remit that could be naturally extended to include liaison and support of other 
disability/inclusivity related groups, such as RNIB and Help the Aged, in their formulation of 
disability/ inclusivity ITS-related issues. The launch of Newcastle University’s ‘transport 
Newcastle’ earlier in the month highlighted future demographic trends and the severe effects 
that an ageing population will have on their transport requirements and expectations.         

 
ITS (UK)’s Women in ITS Interest Group (WITS) met at the IHT’s conference centre near Old 
Street in London in mid-April, to hear a wide ranging roster of talks which included the 
experiences of a female prison chaplain and a political lobbyist.  The UK Resource Centre for 
Women in Science, Engineering and Technology also contributed a presentation full of useful 
tips and case studies on career development for women in SET.  The WITS next looks forward 
to receiving a delegation from the only other similar group in the world, which is the Swedish 
KITS (Kvinnor I ITS) during September.  The ITS (UK) WITS is led by Sharon Kindleysides of 
Kapsch TrafficCom. 

 
The Smart Environment Interest Group was invited to give a talk to a recent Highways Agency 
staff event.  John Paddington of AECOM went along to represent the SEIG, and gave a well 
received talk about how ITS can be used to reduce road traffic emissions.   
 
The Carbon Working Group, a sub group of the Smart Environment Interest Group, has 
published ITS (UK) Strategy to support carbon reduction and to address climate change issues.  
The Strategy can be found at http://www.its-uk.org.uk/groups/group.aspx?id=59  The CWG is 
led with enthusiasm and expertise by Keith McCabe of Atkins.  Its work fits very well with the ITS 



(UK) Council’s decision for ITS (UK) to focus on environmental themes during 2010 – our 
“green” theme for short. 
 
The Enforcement and the Road User Charging Interest Groups met recently as the guests of 
PA Consulting in Victoria, London.  These two are the largest ITS (UK) Interest Groups and 
when they meet together, a good attendance and lively discussion are guaranteed.  The meeting 
heard a wide range of presentations, including Technolution and Rijkswaterstaat both giving 
updates from the Netherlands, and EPN Consulting from Italy.  The UK was of course also 
covered, with talks from telent on the conclusion of the 3GRSE project, HW Communications on 
how far they have got with their innovative approach to measuring vehicle occupancy levels, and 
of course a talk by PA Consulting who choose to give a scene setting presentation about 
enforcement. 
At the meeting, Andrew Pickford stepped down as Chairman of the RUCIG, after seven years as 
founding Chairman.  Andrew’s work is now mainly in the Far East and he wants to pass the task 
of leading the RUCIG on to somebody with more of a UK focus.

Road user charging 

 
Egis opens to traffic the M6 Phase III Motorway, one of the largest infrastructure deals in 
Hungary 
On March 31, the French company Egis Projects, within the concession company M6 Tolna 
Autópálya Koncesszios Zrt, opened to traffic the M6 Phase III Motorway, one of the largest 
infrastructure deals in Hungary, in the presence of the Prime Minister of Hungary and Mr. 
Gordon Bajnai, the Minister of Transport, Telecommunication and Energy.  
The M6 Phase III Motorway between 
Dunaújváros and Szekszárd has been 
implemented as a 30-year concession 
awarded by the Republic of Hungary 
under a DBFMO (design, build, finance, 
maintain and operate) contract.  It 
consists in a 65.1 km motorway section 
with dual carriageway (2 x 2 traffic lanes) 
between Dunaujvaros and Szekszard. It is 
the central section of the M6 motorway 
linking Budapest to Pecs in the South of 
Hungary. 8 traffic junctions have been 
built to ensure connection to the national public roads together with 58 bridges, out of which 6 
viaducts between 160 and 632 meters long, and an Operation and Maintenance Centre. The 
contract value is EUR 520 million, one of the largest infrastructure deals in Hungary. Tender 
procedure regarding the M6 phase III motorway concession contract started in January 2008 
and the concession company M6 Tolna Autópálya Koncesszios Zrt including Egis Projects 
(10%), Bilfinger Berger (45%) and Porr Solutions (45%) was declared Preferred Bidder on 17 
June 2008.  The concession company M6 Tolna Autópálya Koncesszios Zrt reached financial 
close on 16 July 2008 with 11 European commercial banks providing a EUR 463 million Senior 
Debt facility. On 31 July 2008, the project was partly refinanced with a facility from the European 
Investment Bank (EIB).  From March 31
