TRL has been fortunate to have a number of scientific papers accepted at this year’s ITS World
Congress. Delivering one of them is Dave Tindall, Principal ITS Consultant.

He will be joined by Peter Owlett, Technical Consultant, who is making his first visit to the ITS
World Congress to deliver his paper, Decision Support Tools for Traffic Network Management
- Facilitating Effective Decision Making Across the Management Cycle. Decision support
tools can be categorised in terms of their timescale and the complexity and rigour of their
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construction. There are many long timescale tools available such as spreadsheet models and full
simulations, but short timeline tools are less prevalent.

Peter will look at a range of applications that TRL has developed, including the Dynamic Roadspace
Utilisation Manager (DRUM), and other operational support tools including MOLA and Dynamic
Route Guidance (DPG) tools which provide network operators with quantitative evidence to back up
their decisions within the hour. Attention will be paid to where such tools fit in to the decision
making process. Peter will be arguing for simple and quick tools to support short, sharp decision
making.
