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A thoroughly successful congress was had by the Mott MacDonald ITS World Congress delegates.
Four of our staff presented papers on a variety of topics which included:

“Integrated public transport information system for BAA Southampton Airport“ by James Mead which
explored the challenges faced by public transport interchanges in blending data from multiple sources
to provide integrated real-time traffic and travel information to influence traveller modal choice.

John D’Arcy and Andrew Arlow covered the theme of Active Traffic Management, looking at the
evaluation techniques used and also initial results from hard shoulder running under 60mph speed limit.
Elaine Rodgers advised on "An urban Inter-urban interface solution for highways agency tactical
diversion routes" and how Mott MacDonald delivered a solution for Lancashire County Council (LCC)
using their existing UTMC Common Database system to accommodate a link between LCC and the
Highways Agency for tactical diversion activations enabling measures to be put in place to minimise
impact on the diversion route and surrounding urban network.

Following these presentations, a number of interested parties visited the ITS (UK) stand to learn more
about Mott MacDonald and our intelligent transport systems services and we look forward to following
up with them in the coming weeks.
