Bringing service to life Se rcg
Serco at the ITS World Congress — September 2009

As Foundation Members of ITS (UK), Serco Transportation Systems will be participating at the ITS
World congress on the ITS (UK) stand, as well as presenting two papers during the Technical
Sessions.

At Serco we feel a special affiliation with Stockholm, having developed and deployed the Trafik
Stockholm Central Technical System (CTS) used at the Traffic Management Centre. During the World
Congress there will be a tour of the Traffic Management Centre showing the powerful Intelligent
Transport Systems (ITS) which have been harnessed to help operators manage traffic across
Stockholm.

This system was put to the test in June 2008, when there was a vehicle fire in the Sodra Lanken tunnel.
By invoking the full power of the ITS systems and pre-defined Actions Plans, the Trafik Stockholm
operators were able to take prompt action, with CTS sending over 150 commands to different systems
in just a few seconds.
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
