The policies that underpin Road User Charging are facing a crossroads during the coming year. A shortage of public funds, increasing congestion in our cities and on the strategic road network, coupled with tighter emission targets, are forcing a rethink in transportation and taxation policy. The technology enablers of this new regime may include demand management and access control on the basis of time, distance, place and emissions, alongside ‘traditional’ event-based charging. Fuel tax and vehicle ownership taxes may be partially or fully replaced by usage charges. Roads may be funded or operated on different financial models. This conference looks at the medium-term future of road user charging and includes a discussion to provoke thoughts on the way ahead in 2010. The conference offers an opportunity to meet professionals from many of the application, operations and technology sectors that deliver road user charging schemes internationally.
